1. Your group must complete the registration form for the volunteer incentive
program and return it to the Parks & Recreation office no later than June
1.

2. Your group must provide a minimum of 10 working volunteers throughout
the duration of the Sweet Dreams one-day event (7:00 a.m. — 3:00 p.m.).
At all times during the event, 10 volunteers from your organization must be
present.

3. All of your group’s volunteers must attend the Sweet Dreams volunteer
meeting to receive an explanation of duties and responsibilities for the
event. The 2012 volunteer meeting is scheduled on Wednesday, July 18
at the Stuarts Draft Rescue Squad building at 6:00 p.m.

4. Volunteers must check in at the information booth at Stuarts Draft Park 15
minutes prior to their schedule start time.

Please note: For each additional 5 full-day volunteers your group provides,
you will be eligible to receive an additional $50 for your group!

What Will Volunteers Receive?

If your group is selected as a Sweet Dreams Volunteer Incentive qualifier, your
group and/or its members will receive:

1. A $200 donation from the Sweet Dreams Festival, Inc.

2. Each volunteer will receive a FREE Sweet Dreams staff shirt to wear at
the event.

3. Each volunteer will receive a goody bag at the mandatory volunteer
meeting.




4. Each volunteer who works at least 4 hours will receive a $5 food voucher
which can be used at any of the featured food vendors at the event. Each
volunteer will be asked to provide a minimum of two hours of work on the
day of the event.
